General Rules for all Trucks
All drivers or a crew member must attend the driver’s meeting to be able to pull. 
All drivers that don’t have U-joint covers must check the drive line and U-joints before entry.
All trucks will be teched and scaled before pulling.  If the driver does not follow rules and the truck does not pass inspection for each class, then driver will be disqualified.  
All drivers will be given enough time to get their truck ready for each class they are pulling in. 

All truck pullers are required to wear seat belts and other approved safety harnesses.  

All trucks must have a 3.5” I.D. horizontal ring or twisted clevis.  

Excess jerking of the sled will lead to disqualification.  

The hook fee will be determined the day of the pull.  The money will go to the top winners of each class.  (10 truck minimum for pay out)       

We reserve the right to bump any truck up to another class based on performance.  

Straight gear trucks will not be allowed to shift gears on track.  
To all classes that apply, hanging weights cannot extend more than sixty inches from the center of the front axle.  

No horse play on or off the track.  Unsportsman like conduct will lead to disqualification.  
Street Diesel Rules – under 400 hp 
1. All trucks must be able to drive a 45 mile road course 
2. No nitrous

3. No propane

4. No added weights

5. No water meth

6. No passengers

7. No turbo charger bigger than stock

8. Hitch height can be up to 24” and must have 2x2 receiver
9. DOT tires only
Hot Street Diesel Rules – 7800 lb, 8000 lb, 8400 lb Class

1. All trucks must be able to drive a 45 mile road course
2. No nitrous
3. No propane
4. No passengers
5. Drive shaft loops and shields are recommended 
6. If possible, exhaust needs to exit upward
7. DOT tires only
Super Street Diesel Rules – 8000 lb Class
1. No passengers

2. Hitch height can be up to 26”

3. Normal DHRA rules apply

4. DOT tires only
Modified Diesels – 8000 lb Class

1. No passengers

2. 26” hitch height 

3. Normal DHRA rules apply
Stock Street Gas Class Rules
1. Must be able to drive a 45 mile road course

2. No nitrous

3. No propane

4. No added weights

5. No water meth

6. No passengers

7. DOT tires only

Altered Gas Class Rules –  6200 lb, 6500 lb Class
1.  512 Cubic Inch limit

2. Must be naturally aspirated – no blowers

3. No Tunnel Ram or sheet metal intakes

4. No nitrous or nitrous accessories

5. No propane or water meth

6. No passengers

7. DOT tires only – No cutting or grooving allowed
